heard.” 21 And when they had further threatened them, they let 
them go, �nding no way to punish them, because of the people, 
for all were praising God for what had happened.

23 When they were released, they went to their friends 
and reported what the chief priests and the elders had said to 
them. 24 And when they heard it, they lifted their voices
