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Takeaways: 

• There is no ONE RIGHT methodology. 
• There is only ONE RIGHT MESSAGE  

 – Jesus. 
• The key to our sharing with others is our 

own experience of Jesus. 
• No guilt. No shame. 
• Don’t force it. 
• Keep pursuing Jesus. 
• Relax and have fun.
